1.2. Foreign trade turnover according to the classification of Balance of
Payments for the 1%t quarter of 2024 has made USD 1 610,0 million, having increased
by 13,4% compared to the corresponding period of last year. This decrease occurred

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The import of goods (in FOB prices) according to the official data of Statistics
Agency under President of the Republic of Tajikistan for the 1%t quarter of 2024
amounted to USD 1331,3 million, having increased by 21,3% compared to the
corresponding period of last year. The reduction was mainly caused by the increase
of import of oil products, mineral products, non-precious metals, ready food stuffs,
machinery and equipment, wood products and chemical production.

1.5. Balance of international services
1.5.1. The balance of international services has developed positively at the
rate of USD 152.5 million, having increased by 27.2% compared to the 1t quarter of
last year.
The export of services for the 1t quarter of 2024 amounted to USD 51.5 million
having increased by 42.3% compared to the corresponding period of last year. The
increase in exports of services is due to the gradual growth of exports of

transportation services, travel and processing of material resources (Table 9).

1.7 Secondary incomes
1.7.1. Balance of secondary incomes for the 1¢* quarter of 2024 year amounted

to USD 347,8 million (9.9% to the GDP) and having increased compared to the
corresponding period of the previous year by 60,7%.

The volume of received humanitarian aid for the 1%t quarter of 2024 decreased
for 2.4 times amounting USD 46,4 million. The humanitarian aid mainly consists of
consumer goods, clothes, medicines and medical equipment.

The remittance inflows for the 1t quarter of 2024 reached USD 276,6 million.

having increased by 49,5% compared to the same period of last year.
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IL. Capital account

The positive balance of capital account for 1%t quarter of 2024 accounted to USD
91,0 million having decreased 11,4% compared to the 1st quarter of 2022. The given
operations consist of allocated grants from international institutions for the
implementation of a number of projects.

III. Financial account

The balance of financial account for the first quarter of 2024 was positive and
amounted to USD 19,8 million. For the corresponding period of last year, this
indicator was negative in the amount of USD 38,0 million.

Direct investments. The balance of direct foreign investments for the first
quarter of 2024 was negative amounted to USD 69,0 million. For the corresponding
period of last year, this indicator formed with a negative balance of USD 64,7 million.

Over the reporting period, the balance of direct investments of residents of
the country abroad was positive and amounted to USD 14,8 million, primarily due to
the increasing number of claims to non-residents on debt instruments.

The balance of net inflow of foreign direct investment for the first quarter of
2024 was negative and amounted to USD 83,7 million. The investments in share
capital of domestic enterprises and banks given reinvestment of earnings developed
with a negative balance amounted to USD 76,9 million, having increased 26,0 times
compared to the corresponding period of the last year.

The balance of the article “Other capital”, including operations with direct
investment debt liabilities for the first quarter of 2024, was negative and amounted to

USD 6,8 million. This indicator developed with a positive balance in the amount of
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USD 13,3 million in the previous year. The main foreign investors of economy of
Tajikistan are residents of China, Russian, Turkey, Japan, France, the USA, Great
Britain and other countries.

The largest share of foreign direct investment was mostly in such areas as
mineral resource industry, wholesale and retail trade, manufacturing industries,
financial intermediation and agriculture.

Portfolio investments. The balance of portfolio investment for the first
quarter of 2024 was negative and amounted to USD 1,7 million primarily due to
credit organization.

Other investments. The balance of other investments for the first quarter of
2024 was positive and amounted to USD 90,5 million, having decreased 12,9 times in
comparison with the last year.

The net foreign assets of residents for the first quarter of 2024 was formed
with a positive balance in the amount of USD 145,1 million, primarily due to the
increase of liabilities of non-residents for goods and services to the residents of
country.

The balance of foreign liabilities of residents for the reporting period was
positive and amounted to USD 54,6 million. It is primarily due to an increase in
liabilities of deposit-taking and non-financial institutions on foreign loans and
borrowings to non-residents and liabilities of non-financial corporations on trade and
credits to non-residents.

“Net errors and omissions” article for the first quarter of 2024 developed
with a positive balance of USD 13,0 million, indicating unrecorded operations for
capital outflow and export of goods and services.

IV. Financing and level of international reserves

The balance of payments for the first quarter of 2024 was negative and
amounted to USD 23,4 million. This indicator showed a negative balance in the
amount of USD 22,5 million for corresponding period of the last year. At the same

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Methodological Comments to Balance of Payments

Concept of Balance of Payments

The Balance of Payments is a statistics systematic all of economic
transactions between residents of given country and residents of other
countries, (non-residents) occurred in specific period of time.

The Balance of Payments is constructed on the basis of following
principle of accounting; each operation is record double — in part of
credit of one article and in part of debit of another article. This rule has
very simple economic interpretation; majority of economic transactions
are exchange of economic sense.

In the event that there is a gratuitous granting of economic values
(goods, services or financial assets), to reflect this operation in accounts
twice, in balance of payments it is included a special item "transfers".

It means that the amount of all loans should coincide with the
amount of debit, and total balance should equal always to zero. However
in practice the balance is never reached. It occurs because the data
characterizing different parties of the same transactions is taken from
vacuoles sources. For example, the data on export contains in the
customs statistics, while the data on foreign currency receipts on
accounts of enterprises for deliveries on export usually is taken from
banking statistics. The divergence between the amounts of credit debit
entries is called "as net errors and omissions". Even if this indicator
makes rather small amount, it does not mean that the amount of absolute
errors and omissions is small, as opposite errors and omissions can repay

each other.

Classification of Balance of Payments the Republic of Tajikistan

The given classification is made according to the six edition of the
IMF Manual the Balance of Payments.

The Balance of Payments could be used for economic analysis, its
data should be definitely grouped. As well as in other statistical systems,
in Balance of Payments de vides transactions in two account current

transactions, which are reflected in the "current account transactions"
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and capital transactions, which are reflected in "capital account and
financial instruments" first of all is resulted. Current transactions
uncludes with goods, services and incomes (current transfers are
considered as redistribution of incomes). Capital transactions are
connected with investment activity and represent transactions with
assets and liabilities.

The balance on current account transactions should be equal on
absolute amount and it is opposite on a balance sign with capital account
transactions with and financial instruments.

Goods

Except import and export of traditional goods of foreign trade
reflected on items "basic export of goods", "basic import of goods" on
given article is reflected export and import of goods, exported
(imported) for processing with the subsequent re-import (re-export).

The export and import of goods is reflected at the moment of
transition of titles from non-residents to residents (or contrary) for
market prices. In majority of cases it means that for estimation of
transactions it is used contract prices or prices which actually took place
at performance of transactions. Unlike the customs statistics import of
goods in the balance of payments is estimated for “FOB” prices (customs
estimates import of goods for “CIF” prices). The export of goods is
reflected for “FOB” prices as well as in the customs statistics.

Services

The services rendered by residents to non-residents, and rendered
by non-residents to residents are reflected in this item.

In the balance of payments following types of service are indicated:
services for processing of material resources, belonging to other parties;
transport (including postal services and courier services); trips;
construction; services in the field of insurance and retirement benefits;
financial services; fee for the use of intellectual property, not elsewhere
classified; telecommunication, computer and information services; other

business services; services granted to private persons and services in
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culture and rest sphere; public goods and the services, not classified in

other categories.

Primary income

The incomes of granting by residents of factors of production
(work, capital) to non-residents (or contrary) includes in item.

It is shown the compensation of workers received by them from
residents of other economy, for example, wages of seasonal and frontier
worker records as item"wages".

It is reflected incomes of possession of foreign financial assets,
which non-residents pay to residents or contrary on the article "incomes
from investments". Example investment incomes are interests, dividends
and other similar forms of income.

Secondary income

The transfer by definition is operation, in which one institutional
unit gives to other unit goods, services, asset or titles without receiving
in exchange as an equivalent goods, service or asset. It is made
distinction between current operations and capital transfers in the
balance of payments.

The current transfers increase level of disposed income and
consumption of goods and services of recipient and reduce available
income and expected opportunities of consumption by donor, for
example, the humanitarian aid in form of consumer goods and services.
The Current transfers are reflected in the current account transactions.

The transfers not being current by definition are capital. The capital
transfers lead to change in volume of assets or liabilities of the donor and
recipient and they are reflected in the capital account. The example of
capital transfers is represented by gratuitous cession of titles of property
on fixed capital, remit of debts. Gratuitous transfer of money resources is
considered as a capital transfer only if these funds are intended for

acquisition of fixed capital or capital construction.
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Capital transfers

Capital transfers include gratuitous transfer of title to property,
fixed capital and debt forgiveness. Gratuitous transfer of money
resources is considered as capital transfer only in the event that these
resources are intended for acquisition of fixed capital or capital

construction.

Transactions with financial instruments

The transactions of assets and liabilities of residents with non-
residents, occurred for the reporting period are reflected in the financial
account. The change of debts as a result of revaluation of assets and
liabilities are not recorded in the financial account.

The negative balance on financial account shows net increase in
foreign assets of residents and/or net decrease in their foreign liabilities
as a result of transactions. On the contrary, positive balance means a net
decrease in foreign assets of residents and/or growth of their foreign
liabilities.

The assets and liabilities in the financial account first of all are
classified by functional feature. There are distinguished four functional
groups of assets or liabilities: direct investments, portfolio investments,
reserves and other investments.

The borders between these groups are conditional enough. Direct
investments are made for influence on management process by an
enterprise that is reached by means of participation in its capital. All
transactions occurring between the direct investor and the enterprise of
direct investment, in form different from participation in own capital of
this enterprise, for example, granting of credits also is classified as direct
investments.

Portfolio investments represent debt securities, shares and etc.,
which are acquired mainly for earning income.

For differentiation of direct and portfolio investments in practice

the following criterion is used: if an investor owns 10 and more percent
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of ordinary shares of the enterprise it is considered that invested funds
have feature of direct investments.

According to definition, which is used by the National Bank of
Tajikistan, reserves make liquid foreign assets of the National Bank of
Tajikistan in hard foreign currency. They include cash foreign currency,
balances of correspondent accounts, current account and short-term
deposits with banks-non-residents, liquid securities of foreign
governments, assets in the IMF (Special Drawing Rights (SDR), reserve
position in the IMF) and other liquid assets. The reserve assets are used
for alignment of the balance of payments (for example, by performance
of interventions in the exchange markets).

All transactions, which are not considered as operation with direct
investments, portfolio investments and reserve assets, are reflected in
article "other investments".

Other investments as well as portfolio investments are classified
according to whether a financial instrument is an asset or liability of
residents.

The assets and liabilities in the article "other investments" are
classified by the form of financial instrument: cash currency and
deposits, trade credits, loans and borrowings, outstanding debts, other
assets and liabilities.

In the article "cash foreign currency" it is shown net growth /
decrease in cash foreign currency on hand in banks and out of bank
sphere (for example "in possession” of population). In the article
"balances of current accounts and deposits" (assets) it is shown change of
balances on current and time deposit accounts of residents (bank and
non-bank sector) with banks-non-residents.

Similarly, in the article "cash national currency” it is shown net
acquisition/sale of cash foreign currency by non-residents, and in the
article "balances of current accounts and deposits" (liabilities) - change of
balances on current and time deposit accounts of non-residents with

banks — residents.
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In the articles "trade credits and advance payments" (attracted and
issued) it is shown the change (as a result of transactions) of debts on
advance payments and installments of payments for export and import
of goods and services.

In the article "loans and borrowings issued (not outstanding)" it is
shown all transactions leading to change of debts on not outstanding
loans and borrowings. The transactions leading to growth of debts are
using new loans and occurrence of new debt as a result of restructuring
(or delay of repayment terms).The decrease in not outstanding debts on
loans and borrowings occurs according to the schedule of its repayment
and as a result of their long-term repayment.

In the articles "outstanding debts" (assets and liabilities) it is shown
all transactions leading to change of outstanding debts: accumulation,
including debt accumulation on arrears of interest, repayment, including
repayment at the expense of re-structuring and renewal in new credit
agreement.

For example, if the loan has been delayed in the article "loans and
borrowings" the balance of payments is shown that the loan has been
repaid but it leads to occurrence of new requirement in the article
"outstanding debts". Thus, in the balance of payments it is considered
that if the loan has been delayed, debts on it more are not loan as latter
by definition is granting by lender of financial assets to debtor within
limits of some initial agreement.

The similar approach is used for reflecting arrears on interest. For
example, if interests, which are subject to payment, actually have not
been paid, schedule of interest payment shall be shown in the balance of
payments in the current account transactions and occurrence of
outstanding arrears of interest shall be shown in the financial account. If
for the reporting period the outstanding interests of previous periods
actually are paid, it shall be shown in financial account of balance of
payments the outstanding arrears of interest, but not payments of

interest in the current account transactions.
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If not outstanding loan has been renewed in the new loan in the
article "loans and borrowings" its repayment is shown and
simultaneously it is reflected in the same article an occurrence of new
debts in conformity with the new agreement. Restructuring of
outstanding debts in new loan is similarly shown: in the article
"outstanding debts" it is made decrease of debt and in the article "loans
and borrowings, outstanding" - occurrence of debts.

In case if restructuring of not outstanding and outstanding loans
occurs by means of issuance of securities in the articles "loans and
borrowings not outstanding” and "outstanding debts" it is shown
accordingly decrease of debts and in the article "portfolio investments" -

growth of debts restructured in securities.

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IL. International Investment Position of the Republic of Tajikistan

Analysis of international investment position of the Republic of Tajikistan

The international investment position of the Republic of Tajikistan as of March 31,
2024, recorded a negative growth of USD 3 476,3 million (28,3% to the GDP) that indicates an
excess of foreign liabilities of the Republic of Tajikistan to other countries of the world on the

foreign assets of the country.
As of January 1, 2024, the negative value of the international investment position has

decreased by USD 24,3 million or 0,7%.
Foreign economic operations (included in the financial account of the balance of
payments of the country) led to increase in foreign assets of the Republic of Tajikistan by
USD 134,8 million and foreign liabilities by USD 138,4 million. Additionally, revaluation
changes (cost and exchange rate changes) and other changes have caused the decrease of
foreign assets by USD 29,6 million and foreign liabilities by USD 57,6 million (Table 1).

Over the reporting period, all institutional sectors of economy, except for the central
bank (national bank), had a negative balance, which indicates an increase of their financial
liabilities against their financial assets (Table 2).

As of January 1, 2024, the net foreign assets of the central bank (national bank)
decreased by USD 55,4 million or 1,7% and as of March 31, 2024, amounted to USD 3 265,2
million. The given change was mainly connected with a decrease in international reserve
assets, cash currency and deposits. As of March 31, 2024, the total volume of assets of the
central bank (national bank) exceeded its liabilities by 11,2 times.

The foreign liabilities of the public administration sector as of March 31, 2024,
amounted to USD 3 095,1 million, having decreased by USD 9,6 million or 0,3% starting from

January 1, 2024.

As of March 31, 2024, the net external borrowings of deposit-taking corporations,
except for the central bank (national bank), amounted to USD 230,1 million, and as of
January 1, 2024, its negative balance decreased by USD 48,0 million or 17,3%.

As of March 31, 2024, the net external borrowings of other sectors totaled USD 3 416,4
million and as of January 1, 2024, its negative balance decreased by USD 22,2 million or 0,6%.

The foreign assets of residents of the Republic of Tajikistan as of March 31, 2024,
amounted to USD 4 667,3 million (37,9% to GDP) and as of January 1, 2024, they decreased
by USD 105,2 million or 2,3%.

As of March 31, 2024, the foreign assets of the central bank (national bank) amounted
to USD 3 596,5 million or 77,1% of total foreign assets of the country (as of December 31, 2023
— USD 3 655,5 million or 80,1% of total volume of foreign assets of the country) having
decreased by USD 59,0 million or 1,6% as of January 1, 2024. The foreign assets of this sector
were mainly presented by the international reserve assets.

The foreign assets of deposit-taking corporations, except for the central bank
(national bank), as of March 31, 2024, amounted to USD 376,5 million or 8,1% of total volume
of foreign assets of the country (as of December 31, 2023 - USD 322,4 million or 7,1% of total

volume of foreign assets of the country) and were mainly presented by funds on accounts
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and deposits in banks abroad (USD 367,4 million). As of January 1, 2024, the foreign assets of
specified sector increased by USD 54,2 million or 16,8%.

The foreign assets of other sectors reached USD 694,3 million or 14,9% of all foreign
assets of the Republic of Tajikistan (as of December 31, 2023 — USD 584,2 million or 12,8% of
total volume of foreign assets of the country) and as of January 1, 2024 it increased by USD
110,1 million or 18,8%.

International reserve assets are considered one of the basic financial tools in foreign
assets of the Republic of Tajikistan which as of March 31, 2024, amounted to USD 3 590,1
million or 76,9% of total amount of foreign assets (as of December 31, 2023 — USD 3 607,1
million or 79,1%). As of January 1, 2024, international reserve assets decreased by USD 17,0

million or 0,5%.

As of March 31, 2023, along with international reserve assets, a significant share of the
foreign currency assets of the Republic of Tajikistan was cash currency and deposits at the
rate of 10, 5% of total foreign currency assets of the country (USD 488,4 million), direct
investments abroad made 7,2% (USD 337,5 million) and debt of non-residents to enterprises

and organizations on trade credit made 5,0% (USD 233, 9 million).

Foreign liabilities. As of March 31, 2024, the foreign liabilities of residents of the
Republic of Tajikistan amounted to USD 8 143,6 million (66,2% of the annual GDP), having

decreased by USD 80,8 million or 1,0%.

The foreign liabilities of the Republic of Tajikistan, which are not considered external
debt, as of March 31, 2024, amounted to USD 1 922,2 million (23,6% of total amount of foreign

liabilities of the Republic of Tajikistan).

The basic volume of investments in the economy of the Republic of Tajikistan, which

do not exceed its external debt, are direct investments from abroad in the form of capital

contributions that amounted to USD 1916,5 million (99,7% of non-debt liabilities). The

portfolio investments belonged to non-residents in the form of shares of enterprises-residents

amounted to USD 5,7 million.

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Methodological comments to International Investment Position

The International Investment Position is compiled on the basis of the 6-th edition
of the Manual of “Balance of Payments and International Investment Position” (IMF,
2009).

International Investment Position is a statistical report which reflects the cost of
financial assets of residents of the Republic of Tajikistan, including claims to non-
residents and liabilities of residents of the Republic of Tajikistan to non-residents for the
certain period.

Assets and liabilities are divided into direct investments, portfolio investments,
financial derivatives, other investments and reserve assets (for assets only).

The difference between country's external financial assets and its liabilities to other
countries is a net International Investment Position, which shows either a net claim (if the
difference is positive) or a net liability (if the difference is negative) to other countries of
the world.

The difference between the data of International Investment Position on different
dates (for example, at the beginning and at the end of a certain period) reflects the
following changes in financial assets and liabilities:

- changes due to transactions, that occurred as a result of transactions with non-
residents, which fully comply with the financial account of the balance of payments;

-value changes, resulting from exchange rate fluctuations, market quotations,
changes in the value of stocks, due to changes in prices of resources taken into account,
and other changes that occurred during a certain period;

- other changes resulting from the revision of classification of operations (for
example, a transition from portfolio investment to direct investment,
distribution/cancellation of SDR and monetization/demonetization of gold), different
coverage of respondents or cancellation of debts by the lender.

The International Investment Position has a direct relationship with balance of
payments. The principles and concepts applied in the preparation of International
Investment Position correspond to principles of the balance of payments (principles of
the economic territory of the country, residence, principles of valuation and time of
registration of transactions, etc.).

The indicator’s structure of International Investment Position corresponds to the
structure of financial account of balance of payments. The statistical report IIP is
presented by institutional sectors of the economy (General government, central bank,
deposit-taking corporations, except central bank and other sectors) and by functional
categories (direct investment, portfolio investment, financial derivatives, other

investments and reserve assets).
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In compiling the International Investment Position the same sources of
information, which is used in the preparation of the financial account of balance of
payments, is used. The main sources are the data provided by:

- Ministry of Finance of the Republic of Tajikistan on the external debt of the
Republic of Tajikistan;

- Statistics Agency under the President of the Republic of Tajikistan on foreign
investments, foreign payables and receivables of enterprises, financial flows of
enterprises in accounts with banks abroad;

- bank statements on foreign assets and liabilities of the National Bank of
Tajikistan, banks and micro-deposit institutions of the Republic of Tajikistan, banking
report on payments by foreign economic operations.

The International Investment Position for international comparability is indicated
in US dollars.

The statistical report on the International Investment Position is generated
quarterly on the 90-th day after the reporting period.

International Investment Position is posted on a quarterly basis on the website of
the National Bank of Tajikistan in edition of “Balance of Payments, International
Investment Position and External Debt of the Republic of Tajikistan” until March 20, June

20, September 20 and December 20 in three languages: tajik, russian and english.

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III. Gross External Debt of the Republic of Tajikistan
Analysis of Gross External Debt of the Republic of Tajikistan

As of March 31, 2024, the Gross External Debt of the Republic of Tajikistan
amounted to USD 6,2 billion, having decreased by USD 12,7 million or 0,2% in comparison
with the beginning of the quarter. Funded projects were mainly focused on reform of
public sector, social protection of population, transport and telecommunications,
infrastructure rehabilitation program, as well as development of financial system, small

and medium enterprise (Table 1).

except for central bank (national bank) - 7,7% and other sectors — 37,2%.

Gross External Debt by maturity date. As of March 31, 2024, Gross External Debt
on short-term liabilities amounted to 11,4% (or USD 709,5 million) and on long-term
liabilities - 88,6% (or USD 5 512,0 million).

The short-term liabilities of other sectors recorded at 67,6%, deposit-taking
corporations, except for central bank (national bank) - 32,2% and central bank (national
bank) - 0,1% of total volume of short-term external liabilities.

The short-term liabilities of other sectors (with a maturity of up to one year)
decreased by USD 11,3 million or 2,3% in comparison with the beginning of the quarter,
which was facilitated by external economic operations of non-financial organizations on
trade credit and advances.

As of March 31, 2024, the external liabilities on long-term loans and borrowings
(with a maturity of over one year) increased by USD 2,1 million or 0,1% compared to the
beginning of the quarter.

The long-term liabilities of public administration sector amounted to 56,2%, other
sectors — 33,3%, central bank (national bank) — 6,0% and deposit-taking corporation —4,6%

of total volume of long-term external liabilities, except for central bank (national bank).

structure of Gross External Debt, attracted foreign loans and borrowings amounted to

USD 4,8 billion (76,5% of gross external debt), trade credits and advances amounted to

USD 0,4 billion (6,6% of gross external debt), debt securities (the government's liabilities
under Eurobonds) amounted to USD 0,5 billion (8,0% of Gross External Debt), and foreign

cash and deposits, special drawing rights amounted to USD 0,5 billion (8,8% of Gross
External Debt).

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As of March 31, 2024, the external debt of public sector in an expanded definition
and state guaranteed debt amounted to USD 4,0 billion (32,5% to the GDP), having
decreased by 0,5 % in comparison with the beginning of the quarter. The changes were
driven primarily by the decrease of liabilities on attracted loans and borrowings.

As of March 31, 2024, the state guaranteed debt of organizations and enterprises
totaled USD 140,8 million, having increased by 1,6% in comparison with the beginning of
the quarter (Table 2).

Relative indices of external debt: As of March 31, 2024 the volume of gross external
debt to the GDP amounted to 50, 6% having decreased by 1,1 percentage point in

comparison with the beginning of the quarter.
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The net external debt calculated as a difference between Gross External Debt and
external assets in the form of debt instruments amounted to USD 5,1 billion and decreased
by USD 134,9 million in comparison with the beginning of the quarter.

As of March 31, 2024, all sectors of the economy, except for central bank (national
bank), remain as “net borrowers” in relation to other countries and foreign entities.

The ratio between the external debt and the volume of export of goods and services
was 3,0 times. As of March 31, 2024, the gross external debt per capita amounted to USD
605,4 having decreased by USD 1,2 in comparison with the beginning of the quarter.

As of March 31, 2024, international reserve assets cover 506,0% of short-term
external debt, having increased by 7,0 percentage points in comparison with the beginning
of the quarter.

Over the reporting period, external loans and borrowings repayments amounted to
USD 100,0 million or 30,3% of export of goods and services, where repayment of the
principal debt totaled USD 67,7 million or 20,5% of export of goods and services

(Table 3).

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Methodological comments to gross external debt

The gross external debt are generated on the basis of Manual of “External Debt
Statistics: Guide for Compilers and Users” (IMF, 2013) and 6-th edition of Manual of
“Balance of Payments and International Investment Position” (IMF, 2009).

The gross external debt is the unpaid amount of total actual current and
unconditional liabilities of the residents to non-residents, that requires payment of
interest and/or in a future period of time.

The gross external debt of the Republic of Tajikistan covers all the obligations of
residents of the Republic of Tajikistan to non-residents.

Gross external debt does not include:

¢ equity and investment fund shares as well as reinvested earnings as they do
not require payment of principal and interest on its servicing;

* financial derivative instruments (as there is no principal amount that is
provided and should be returned and no interest is charged on derivatives);

¢ other contingent liabilities (for example, unselected credit lines) - before a
contingent liability leads to formation of financial position, one or several conditions are
required or one or several events occur.

Gross external debt has a direct relationship with balance of payments and
international investment position (in terms of external debt obligations). The principles
and concepts used in the compilation of gross external debt data are consistent with
principles of balance of payments and international investment position of the country
(principles of the country's economic territory, residence, valuation principles, etc.).

The gross external debt of the Republic of Tajikistan is classified by economic
sector, by maturity and by type of debt instrument.

The gross external debt is presented in the following institutional sectors of the
economy:

- general government,

- central bank,

- deposit-taking corporations, except central bank (banks and micro deposit
institutions),

- other sectors (other financial and non-financial institutions, households, non-
commercial organizations serving households (NCISH).

The distinction between long-term and short-term obligations is based on the
criterion of the initial maturity.

Long-term gross external debt is defined as debt with a maturity of more than

one year.
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Short-term gross external debt is defined as debt payable on demand or with an
initial maturity of one year or less.

In the classification of liabilities for financial instruments are highlighted:

* currency and deposits;

e debt securities;

e Joans;

e trade credit and advances;

e other accounts receivable/payable;

* allocation of special drawing rights (SDR).

Information on direct investments in the form of inter-company lending is
presented separately, since the nature of the relationship between debtor and lender
differs from the nature of relationship in the case of other debt obligations and this
affects economic behavior. The lender assesses the claims to unrelated units mainly as
the ability of the latter to repay the loan, while the requirements for related units can
also be assessed in terms of overall profitability and economic goals of the multinational
business enterprise.

Interest is a form of investment income that is received by owners of certain
types of financial assets for making financial assets available to another institutional
unit.

The interest is recorded as the amount of creditor’s outstanding amount over
time. Accrued, but not yet payable interest expenses should be included in the cost of
underlying debt instruments: charging interest expenses that are not yet payable
increases the outstanding principal amount of the debt instrument until these interest
expenses are paid.

Overdue obligation are defined as amounts that are still not paid although the
agreed payment period has already passed. Arrears on any type of investment are
reflected in composition of corresponding initial financial instrument.

Net external debt is calculated by subtracting the value of external assets in form
of debt instruments from the value of gross external debt.

Gross external debt to ensure international comparability is calculated in US
dollars.

The analytical tables on the gross external debt for the reporting period are
presented in the quarterly edition of “Balance of Payments, International Investment
Position and External Debt of the Republic of Tajikistan”.

In addition, statistics on external debt of the general government sector are
formed in an expanded definition, including debt obligations of the general government

sector and public corporations.
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The external debt of general government sector in its expanded definition
includes debt obligations of:

- general government;

- central bank;

- financial institutions and state-owned enterprises, in which the general
government sector owns more than 50 percent of participation in capital or controls
them in another way;

- debt of non-financial institutions secured by state guarantees.

The main sources of information used to compile gross external debt statistics are
information from:

- Ministry of Finance of the Republic of Tajikistan on foreign debt of the
Government of the Republic of Tajikistan;

- Statistics Agency under the President of the Republic of Tajikistan on foreign
investments, foreign payables and receivables of enterprises;

- bank statements on foreign assets and liabilities of the National Bank, banks
and micro-deposit institutions of the Republic of Tajikistan, banking report on
payments by foreign economic operations.

Information on statistics of gross external debt and general government sector
debt in the expanded definition are generated quarterly.

The standard representation of gross external debt is placed on January 20, April
20, July 20 and October 20.

The standard representation of external debt of general government sector in the
expanded definition is posted after 10 days from the date of placement of the main

statistical reports on the gross external debt.

1. Changes were made to “Direct investments” section; article “Attracting of net liabilities” (equity
participation funds) because of emergence of several economic entities in earlier published data.
It should be noted that the change to “Direct investments” article has its impact on the current

account section of “Primary income” article.
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Changes were made to “Other investments” section because of data input of Islamic
organizations, changes of insurance organizations data and data input of economic entities,
which during the year were connected to the single window of the National Bank of Tajikistan.

In order to meet the requirements of IMF’'s Manual 6 “On Balance of Payments and International
Investment Position” changes were made to “Reserve assets” section due to neutral transactions

(resident-to-resident)” from “Changes as a result of transactions” to “Other changes”.
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
